Installation

1. Install the snap-on brackets to the desired location
with the hardware provided. Drill mounting holes
a distance of 13” from center of fixture.

2. Install the included 2.5" clamp bolts through the
brackets and loosely tighten the nuts. Align the fixture
with the installed brackets and snap into place.
Torque the clamping bolts to 0.2Nm to secure the
fixture.

Electrical Connections

Make electrical connection as follows:

Green - Ground

White - Common

Black (Emergency Driver) - 120-277VAC
Black (LED Driver) - 120-277VAC

Note: Unit can be wall switched by wiring the black LED Driver wire to the wall switch. = ° Do i
For conduit use 1/2” raintight EMT compression connector. @5 °
After providing constant AC power to the fixture, connect the battery to the emergency
driver.

Test Switch

1. When the test switch lights green the battery is connected and the AC power is being
supplied.

2. When test switch is not illuminated, check the AC power supply. If AC power is on and
test button is not illuminated, check battery connection.

3. To test the emergency mode remove lens and press the test button until the unit switches to )
emergency mode.
